SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND NOTES TO ACCOUNTS FOR THE

FINANCIAL YEAR ENDED 31st March, 2025 (PART - A)

¢ SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

The summery of significant accounting policies followed by the bank are under.

1. Basis of preparation: The financial statements of the Bank have been prepared and

presented in accordance with the generally accepted accounting principles in India. The
Bank has prepared these financial statements to comply in all material respects with the
accounting standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI) to
the extent applicable, applicable statutory provisions under the Banking Regulation
Act, 1949 & Maharashtra State Co-operative Societies Act, 1960, circulars and guidelines
issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) from time to time and current practices
prevalentin the co-operative banking sector in India. The financial statements have been
prepared following the going concern concept on the accrual basis under the historical
cost convention. The accounting policies adopted in the current year are consistent with
those of previous year.

2. Use of Estimates: The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally

accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, revenues and
expenses and the disclosure of contingent liabilities at the end of the reporting period.
Although these estimates are based on management's best knowledge of current events
and actions, uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could result in
outcomes requiring a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets or liabilities
in the future periods. Management believes that, the estimates used in the preparation of
this financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Any revision to the accounting
estimates is recognized prospectively.

3. Advances:

a.

The classification of advances into Standard, Sub-standard, Doubtful and Loss assets
as well as provisioning on Standard Advances and Non-Performing Advances has
been arrived at on an on-going basis in accordance with the Income Recognition,
Assets Classification and Provisioning Norms prescribed by the Reserve Bank of
India from time to time.

The unrealized interest in respect of advances classified as Non-Performing
Advancesis disclosed as “Overdue Interest Reserve” as per RBI directives.

In addition, a general provision is made on following categories of standard assets as
per RBI guidelines, as under:

Category Provision (%)

Direct advances to agricultural and SME sectors 0.25%

Commercial and real estate loans 1.00%

Commercial and real estate loans-residential housing 0.75%

Other standard advances 0.40%
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4.Revenuerecognition (AS-9):

a. Income from Advances - As per RBI directives, in respect of accounts classified as
Standard, interest and other income is recognized on accrual basis as and when the same
is earned; income from Non-Performing Assets is recognized on realization basis.
Unrealized interest on Non-Performing Assets is shown as Overdue Interest Reserve on
liability side of Balance Sheet.

b. Income from Investments Interest income from investments is recognized on a time
proportion basis considering the face value of investment and the rate applicable.
Discount on T-Bills is recognized onrealization basis.

c. The commission on Guarantees, locker rent, dividends received from shares of co-
operative institutions and mutual funds are accounted on receipt basis.

5. Property, Plant & Equipment's (PPE) (AS 10R):

a. Fixed Assets, other than those that have been revalued are carried at historical cost less
amortization/ depreciation accumulated thereon/ impairment if any. Cost comprises
of purchase price, including non-refundable taxes and any directly attributable cost of
bringing the asset to its working condition for intended use. Any trade discount, rebates
are deducted in arriving at the purchase price.

b. Revalued assets are carried at revalued amounts, if any. No depreciation is charged on
revalued amount. Revalued amount is reflected under Revaluation Reserve in the
balance sheet.

c. Gains or Losses arising from de-recognition of fixed assets are measured as difference
between the net proceeds on disposal and carrying amount of the assets and
arerecognized in the profit and loss account when the asset is de-recognized.

d. Impairment: The Carrying amounts of assets are reviewed at each balance sheet date for
any indication of impairment based on internal / external factors. An impairment loss is
recognized wherever the carrying amount of an asset exceeds its recoverable amount.
Therecoverable amountis the greater of the asset's net selling price and value in use.

6. Depreciation:

a. The depreciation on fixed assets is calculated on the basis of methods and rates as

mentioned below:

b. Depreciation onrevalued Assets isnot charged.
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c. As per RBI guidelines, depreciation on ComI.)uter and Peripherals used for providing
technological services are depreciated on a SLM.

d. The depreciation on assets acquired prior to October 1st, is provided for the whole year
otherwise the same are depreciated at 50% of the normal rates.

e.No depreciationis provided on assets sold during the year.
7.Investments:

a. Investments in SLR Govt. of securities are classified into “Held for Trading” (HFT),
“Available for Sale” (AFS) and “Held to Maturity” (HTM) categories in accordance with
the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) guidelines on Classification and Valuation of
Investments for Primary (Urban) Co-operative Banks.

b. Investments under HTM category are carried at acquisition cost. The premium paid, if
any, on the investments under this category is amortized over the residual life of the
security as per guidelines of RBl and policy adopted by Bank.

c. Investments under HFT and AFS category are valued scrip-wise at lower of Cost or
Market Value. Net depreciation, if any, under each classification is provided for. Net
appreciation, if any, isignored.

d. In case of shares, bonds & other investments, the scrip-wise appreciation is ignored.
Market value of government securities (excluding treasury bills) is determined on the
basis of the prices periodically declared by FIMMDA for valuation at year-end. In case of
unquoted government securities, market price or fair value is determined as per the
rates published by FIMMDA. Market values of mutual funds are determined on the
basis of NAV as on 31st March declared as per guidelines issued by AMFL.

e. Broken period interest on investments is treated as a revenue item. Brokerage,
commission etc. pertaining to investments paid at the time of acquisition is charged to
revenue.

f. Profit or loss on sale of investments under HFT and AFS category security is taken to
Profitand Loss account

8. Employee Benefits (AS-15):

a. The retirement benefits in the form of provident fund are a defined contribution scheme.
The contributions to the provident fund are charged to Profit and Loss account for the
year when the contributions are due.

b. Accumulated leave is treated as an employee benefit. The bank measures the expected
cost of such absences as an additional amount that it expects to pay as a result of the
unused entitlement that has accumulated at the Balance sheet date. Such compensated
absences are provided for based on the estimated made by the bank.

c. The bank operates defined benefit plan for its employees, viz. gratuity liability. The cost
of providing benefits under these plans is determined on the basis of actuarial valuation
at each year-end. The bank has obtained a Unit Linked Insurance Policy from LIC and
maintaining fund under Trust Deed with Life Insurance Corporation of India (LIC) for
gratuity payments to employees. The shortfall, if any, between the present value of the
benefit obligation and the fair value of plan assets as on 31st March is paid / provided for
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and recognised as expense in the profitand loss account.
9. Provisions (AS-29):

A provision is recognized when the Bank has a present obligation as result of past events
and it is probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation, in
respect of which areliable estimate can be made.

10. Income Tax (AS-22):

A provision for income tax is recognized in accordance with the provision of Income
Tax Act 1961, as applicable to Co-operative Banks from time to time. Provision for
Deferred Tax Assets/ Liability is not recognized for timing difference arises in books
value and as per Income Tax.

During the course of audit, it was observed that the Bank has not accounted for
Deferred Tax Liability (DTL) as required under Accounting Standard (AS) 22
Accounting for Taxes on Income, issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of
India (ICAI).

As per AS 22, deferred tax should be recognized for all timing differences between
accounting income and taxable income. However, the Bank has not computed or
provided for DTL arising from such timing differences.

It is given us to understand that the depreciation rates and methods applied in the
books of account and under the Income Tax Act, 1961 are substantially aligned, and
therefore, no material timing difference exists in the current year. As a result, non-
recognition of DTL does not materially impact the reported profit for the year ended 31st
March 2025.

11. Segmental Reporting (AS-17):
The segments are ascertained as under.

a. Treasury includingall investments portfolio, profitand loss on investments and
money market operations. The expenses on this segment consist of interest on
external borrowings as well as internal sources and depreciation under AFS
and HFT category investments /amortization of premium on HTM category
investments.

b.  Other banking operations includes all other operations not covered under
Treasury Operations.

NOTESTO ACCOUNTS :

A. Provisioning on Advances: Provision for Bad and Doubtful Debts (for Non-Performing
Assets) is made as prescribed by RBI directives or Section 36(1)(viia) of the Income Tax
Act, whichever is higher. Further in compliance with Additionally during the year, the
bank has made provision for Bad and Doubtful Debts Reserve (BDDR) a sum of Rs. 65.00
Lakhs and Provision for Standard assts of Rss. 15,00,000/ - by debiting to Profit and loss
account above theline.

B. Investments: During the year Bank has notsold any security from AFS category.
C. Related Party Disclosure (AS - 18) : The Bank is a co-operative society under the
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Maharashtra state Cooperative Societies Act, 1960 and there are no Related Parties
requiring a disclosure under the Accounting Standard - 18, issued by the ICAI, other
than Key Management Personnel, viz. Mr. Santosh Devargudi, chief Executive Officer
of the Bank for F.Y. 2024-25. However, in terms of RBI circular dated March 29, 2003, the
GM being a single party coming under the category, no further details therein need to be
disclosed.
